We have been made aware of concerns regarding the use of WhatsApp group chats amongst some year 7 students. Some of these groups have involved inappropriate language, unkind comments, and the sharing of personal information. This is worrying because:

· Students’ mobile numbers can be taken and misused.
· Inappropriate language and behaviour can cause harm to others.
· Cyberbullying is unacceptable and not tolerated.
· In some cases, these issues can become a police matter.

While this has taken place outside of school, we feel it is important to address it. Today we have spoken to all of Year 7, reminding students about the risks of large group chats, the importance of respectful communication, and the real-life consequences of their actions online.
We ask that parents remain vigilant by regularly checking their child’s phone, being aware of the content they are accessing, and reminding them about the dangers of sharing personal information or engaging in harmful online behaviour.
